ONE-YEAR OR TWO-YEAR TERM FOR CIA BUREAU MEMBERS

In 2007 the FAI General Council adopted the following changes to the Statutes and the By-Laws to allow the Air Sport Commissions and Technical Commissions to decide whether they wish to elect their Bureau members for terms of two-years, or remain with the one-year term. 

A two-thirds majority shall be required to take the decisions and to subsequently change the decision. 


The proposed Statutes and By-Laws modifications are:

Statute 5.1.2.6
Each Commission, other than the FAI Air Sport General Commission, shall determine, by a two-thirds majority vote of the Delegates present or represented, whether the Bureau shall be elected for one-year or two-year terms. Commissions may determine the duration of the term at the end of the current term of the Bureau. The same term shall be applied to all members of a Bureau.

By-Law 5.4.4
Each Commission shall elect a President from among its approved Delegates or the existing President by secret ballot. If an absolute majority is not obtained on the first vote, a second vote shall be taken at which a plurality shall carry the election.

By-Law 5.4.8. 
The Members of each FAI Air Sport Commission and Technical Commission shall elect by secret ballot and plurality vote one or more Vice-Presidents from among its approved Delegates.
Discussion: The CIA Bureau discussed this option for the CIA and did not favour a one or two year term. 
         Comment from Netherlands that they were not in favour of two year terms.
Motion:  Austria to adopt a two year term for Bureau members, seconded by Croatia.

FAI Secretary General, Max Bishop, provided a verbal and written report on FAI activities in 2007 and the business of the 2007 FAI General Conference.   The written report is:   
Main decisions:

1.
Establishment of a new Technical Commission: 

FAI Navigation and Airspace Commission  (NAVAC)
This Commission will hold its first meeting on 19 March in Paris. Its main roles will be to collect information from all member countries about the impact of regulatory decisions on air sports, suggest ways of influencing regulatory processes, and determine FAI policy positions on matters concerning electronic navigation and anti-collision devices and access to airspace.

2.
Creation of a new Working Group:

Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAV) Working Group
This Group will work on defining what a UAV is, by comparison with a model aircraft, and on defining a FAI policy for how sporting and recreational aircraft of all kinds can share airspace with UAVs.

3.
Decision to offer a once-only 5% discount to all FAI Members on 2008 FAI Scale of Subscriptions.  This

discount was made possible by FAI’s signature of a service contract with the Red Bull Air Race

organization. FAI provides safety supervision of these races.

4.
Decision that the central FAI Sporting Licence Database would become mandatory from 1 January

2009.   After that date, Sporting Licences would not be recognized unless the basic details of the 

licence-holder (name, date of birth, licence number) had been up-loaded onto this database.

5,
FAI Commissions are now authorized, if they so wish, to elect their Bureau (President, Vice-Presidents,

Secretary) for a two-year term instead of a one-year term, provided that the Commission Plenary so

decides by a two-thirds majority.

6.
It was confirmed that, in Commission meetings, a secret ballot must be held to elect each officer, even

when there is only one candidate for a post. However, the Statutes Working Group is tasked with

reviewing this rule.

7.
The 2008 General Conference will be held in the Aosta Valley, not far from the site of the 2009 World

Air Games in Turin. The 2009 General Conference will be in Incheon, Korea.
8.
A new CASI President was elected:  Henk MEERTENS, an Australian glider pilot and NAC President.

WORLD AIR GAMES

2009:

A launching Press Conference was held in Turin on 4 February.  All Liaison officers are in touch with their Italian counterparts and planning is proceeding.

2011:

The bid procedure has been launched. The closing date for initial bids is this month (March). There have been several expressions of intention to bid.

OTHER MATTERS

New Staff Member:  A new member of staff (General Projects Manager) started work in Lausanne on 3 March 2008 – Mr Rob Hughes.

IAOPA Cooperation:  Attempts are being made to improve cooperation at ICAO between FAI and IAOPA on matters  affecting sporting aviation.

Brazil: The Executive Board has withdrawn international sporting powers from Brazil pending resolution of the internal battles being fought there.

TV Coverage:  Following the successful distribution in 2007 of a 13-part series featuring FAI Championships , agreement has been reached with Flying Aces in London for a further such series in 2008.

REPORT FROM THE CASI REPRESENTATIVE


The report by Jean-Claude Weber, the CIA President, was published in the Autumn CIA Newsletter

CASI Meeting
Delegates regretted that during the year CASI had not really been up to the task, and thanked the 1st VP Thor Johannesen and the secretary Gillian Winter for having taken charge of CASI in its President’s absence.

The WAG General Rules had been circulated and were deemed acceptable, except the provisions for para 5. - International Officials (Jury). ASC Presidents agreed that each event should have its own Jury, with specialized Jurors, and that the presented provisions for a single Jury for all events was not acceptable. Unfortunately, CASI could not agree on new wording for para. 5, and a WG had to be tasked to come up with acceptable wording until the end of the year. The WAG General Rules were approved without this new para 5, which will be approved by the CASI Bureau. It is perhaps noteworthy that quite a few GS changes proposed by the NACs were not adopted by CASI, and that CASI elected a new president, Henk Meertens, newly elected CASI member from Australia. The full CASI minutes will be available from the FAI website. 
CIA needs to be aware of CASI activities since they are responsible for the Sporting Code.

Alex Nagorski (CAN) reported on the work of the Event Development Service.  Event sanction applications will be handled later in the Plenary meeting. 
Reviewed 2007 events especially the 2007 Gordon Bennett.

a)  Motion   (Presented by EDS on behalf of the Bureau) 

· to hold the Belgian NAC responsible for the cancellation of the event and to not accept the reason of “force majeure”,

· that the Belgian NAC, having signed the FAI Organizer Agreement  for the event and in accordance with the FAI Statutes, By-Laws and Sporting Code, is carrying the full responsibility for the GB 2007, its cancellation and the consequences resulting thereof, and that it shall immediately reimburse all entry-fees to the GB 2007 entered competitors.

· in order to settle this matter in a satisfactory manner, to propose to the Belgian NAC to accept full responsibility in this respect and to immediately initiate the reimbursement, 

· that should the Belgian NAC not agree to this proposal until April 1st, 2008, then the CIA will request the FAI to enforce the CIA’s decisions in accordance with para. 2.8 of the FAI Statutes and the relevant dispositions of the GB 2007 Organizer Agreement.

Discussion:

· Lithuania asked for the reasons why the event was cancelled.   

· The Chair summarized some of the event limitations and difficulties.  The Bureau approved alternate launch sites since it was not acceptable that the race should be cancelled because of air space restrictions.   The organizers proceeded to take the risk considering the financial constraints, wind direction and air space restriction which turned out to be not favorable for the flight   As a result the Event Director cancelled the event.  An organizer can not cancel an event.  They must make every effort to proceed.   As a result the competitors should have received a reimbursement of entry fees. 

· Comments from Belgium:

· Event finances were sufficient

· Had provisions for an alternate launch location

· Only had gas for 1 flight

· Pilots had letters informing them of the air space issues 

· Were not able to get ATC clearance for direction of wind so flight cancelled after balloons inflated and waiting. 

· The Chair noted that in a similar situation in 1998 when the flight from Paris was cancelled, France returned the entry fees.

· The FAI Secretary General asked for clarification that the motion only applied to the entry fees, and not any other expenses. The Chair stated that only the reimbursement of the entry fees was requested in the motion.

· Netherlands questioned the status of the event deposit.   There was no deposit in possession of the CIA or FAI.

· Switzerland asked to clarify the weather situation.  The reply was the winds were from the wrong direction and that therefore the take off was not authorized by ATC.

· USA asked about what para. 2.8 of the FAI Statutes implied.   Response from the chair was that CIA can not impose anything to the FAI Executive Board.   It is up to them to enforce a punishment, but he felt that one that might apply would be the withdrawal of sporting powers for a period of time.
· Sweden at the time the event was cancelled there were no options or possibility to fly.  Options may have existed before the filling of the balloons started and the gas was used up.     There have been cases in the past where nothing was done but maybe it is time for the CIA to put their foot down and enforce penalties to organizers.  We need to learn for the future and to hold the pilots harmless when things happen outside their control. The least that should be done is to pay back the entry fees.
· Thomas Fink (Germany) was at the event as a jury member and discussed the event situation before the cancellation. 
· The FAI Secretary General asked for clarification of the reasoning for the cancellation and whether it was a force major as the organizers were stating or where there other decisions involved.   The Chair replied that this may not be the appropriate forum for going into all the details and if there was to be a detail review by the FAI as a result of this motion, then all the factors would be presented. 

· USA it is an issue of entry fees even though there were lots of factors involved.   It is a matter of fairness to the competitors. 
· Luxembourg requested clarification on whether the wording of the motion would open the possibilities of any other action besides the return of entry fees.   The Chair stated he did not know if it would or not. 

The motion proposed by EDS 
Voting: For - 26, Against – 1, Abstained – 0

Motion is carried
b) Motion   (Presented by EDS on behalf of the Bureau) 

· The Organiser Agreement event deposit for any Cat1 event sanctioned at or after the 2008 CIA Plenary meeting shall be determined as follows:

· Maximum number of competitors to be invited multiplied by the amount of registration fee per competitor (registration fee to mean any money fee that has to be paid upfront by the registering competitor). If this amount is less than CHF 10.000.-, then the deposit shall be a minimum of CHF 10.000.-

· The deposit must have been paid, or the instrument of credit must have been remitted to FAI at the latest on the date the Organizer Agreement is signed by the FAI. Exceptionally, for events for which the Organizer Agreement will be signed at the 2008 CIA Plenary, the date of compliance will be the 1st May 2008.
                                                       
Amendment to the Motion  (Proposed by the Netherlands, seconded by Switzerland)
That the competitors entry fee is put on a “escrow” account and released at the end of the event by the CIA President.

Motion for Amendment proposed by the Netherlands, seconded by Switzerland
vote: For - 9, Against - 13, Abstained - 5 

Amendment defeated

Discussion:

· Netherlands expressed concerned about a complex formula to calculate the deposit and the relationship to the number of competitors, since it might discourse organizers to invite more competitors, especially to a World championship.   Maybe should have a set fee for the level of event.  The Chair clarified that if we expect the organizers to pay back the entry feel to the competitors, like for the 2007 Gordon Bennett, then we will need to have a sufficient amount to cover the entry fees. 
· Hungary can understand the need for a deposit, but a large deposit is an unacceptable burden on the organizers, especially if deposits are required several years before the before the event.   Organizers would not have sufficient sponsorship funds that far prior to the event.   Hungary suggested that the organizers should create a separate account and collect entry fees into it.  CIA would have access to that account and only at the approval of CIA could the organizer withdraw the funds at the end of the event
· Germany clarifying that the deposit does not have to be cash, but can be an instrument of credit or bank guarantee.   There is a need to have sufficient funds available to cover at least the competitors entry fees. 
· There was a lot of discussion, some of it repetitive, with some of the major points being made:

· Concerns about relating the event deposit to the entry fees.  Some felt it should be more.

· Some concerned about the size of the deposit and availability of the organizer to pay before the event. 

· Concerns that the competitor’s money should be safe. 

· Often organizers use the entry fee as a “float” prior to the event before the sponsorship money comes in.

· Organizers may find it difficult to get loan guarantees for an “instrument of credit”, especially in some eastern European countries. 

· Concerned that we may be punishing future organizers for a problem with an event last year. 

· Deposits should be a fixed amount and not negotiable with organizers. 

· Currently the FAI and CIA are asking for a 10,000 CHF event deposit.  

Original Motion proposed by EDS is defeated Unanimously

Comment from the Chair, that the CIA will be very mindful that future sanction deposits are collected before the event. 

c)  Motion

Lithuania proposes the establishment of a new category of event for women with continental and world championships.

Discussion: 

· Lithuania provided a handout with a number of reasons at the Open Forum discussion on Thursday evening.   These included:

· We must use the best ideas and examples of the FAI and other sports in order to develop and promote ballooning

· If we will have no progress, we will move backwards in comparisons with those who move forward.

· By organizing only one common championship per year, it is difficult to compete with those sports who organize men’s, women’s, youth, and team championships and record the best results in separate accounts for men, women and youth.

· There is an events gap between the World and European championships in the top level events schedule, which we have to fill.
· Women make more than 50% of the population, and youth about 10%.  If we are not using this potential, we are losing more than half of the opportunities to develop and promote ballooning.

· Women and  youth participated in almost all common championships, but none of them have become a prize winner.  Let us be fair – give them an opportunity to have their own champions and prize winners.

· If women and youth will have no real chances to become champions, the enthusiasm will diminish, progress will stop and many talented names never will rise in the ballooning sky.

· There are more than 30 female pilots in Europe now, who would be glad and capable to take part in the 1st European Women’s Hot Air Balloon Championship.

· Lithuania is ready to organize the 1st European Women’s Hot Air Balloon Championship and will compete for a right to organize other women’s championships.

· The 1st European Women’s Hot Air Balloon Championship is already a mature necessity which must be used for developing and promoting ballooning. 

· Additional points made by Lithuania

· 97% of ballooning is male, 3% is female and 0% is youth.

· Objective is to increase the number of people in ballooning 

· Many FAI air sports are organizing a common championship and also women’s championships

· To promote ballooning, Lithuania is ready to organize the first women’s championship in the name of progress. 

· Italy does not agree with reasoning for a women’s championship especially to just do it for the sake of awarding medals to women.  There should not be a difference for men and women to compete.  Having competitions just between women is not increasing the progress in ballooning but decreasing it.  
· Switzerland noted that for record flying there are women’s and general categories. 

· Netherlands asked the FAI Secretary General if this type of event would exclude women from the overall world championships.   The reply was no it would not.  Some air sports have women’s events to provide more opportunities for them to compete.

· Austria noted that the number of competitors is on the decline and we are now hearing a new idea to increase the number of competitors.

· Russia said the proposal does not restrict the opportunities for anyone to compete but increases them.
· South Africa noted that for European and World Women’s championships there would have to be national qualifications which due to the low numbers of women in each country would not be possible.   

· Ukraine believes it would be easier for smaller countries to host these kinds of smaller events.

· Poland commented that the qualification process for continental and world championships is an internal issue in each country.   There are several very good women’s competitors in Poland but difficult to beat some of the men’s competitors.  
Motion proposed by the Lithuania and seconded by Poland

For: 16,  the motion is carried

Comment from the Chair that the Rules SC take on the task, over the next year, for creating the wording for
this new category in the Sporting Code.    

d)  Motion from the chair:
That the CIA bypass the current bidding process as defined in the Sporting Code for the proposed Women’s European Hot Air Balloon Championship in 2009.


Discussion:

· The CIA has a formal bidding process for continental and world championships as defined in the Sporting Code, but we have and can accommodate exceptions for some categories (eg. Gas) when there is a lack of interest or bids.   The Plenary can decide 
· USA stated that we have a formal bidding process for continental and world championships and are we now talking about bypassing this process for a Women’s European championship?

· France asked if the bid was open for a Women’s European Championship.
Motion proposed by the chair
For: 14 – motion carried

  Sanction applications will be presented later in the Plenary agenda.  Some key points:
· The Chinese flight organizers have requested to change the date from 2008 to 2009. 

· EDS wants to reach out to develop competitive ballooning in such countries as Mexico.
· EDS is working on update it’s sanctioning guideline documents over the next  year.

19.      REPORT OF THE COMPETITORS SUBCOMMITTEE

Alan Blount (USA) reported on the work of the Competitors Subcommittee (CSC).

The CSC conducted an on line survey which received 56 responses.   A number of items were highlighted to the Plenary meeting including comments on Observers, Safe flying, 3 dimensional tasks, minimum competition hours to enter events, pilot preferences, etc.  
a) Motion: 
The CSC submits the motion that all AX World Championships after Jan 1st 2011 include the use of Observers.  
Discussion:

· Japan asked if an organizer using Observers for only one task would meet the criteria suggested.  The response was that the intent was for organizers to use observers in conjunction with loggers for the event. 

· Czech Republic asked a question regarding the use of loggers and observers at an event and what rules would apply, AXMER’s or AXMERG’s.   Rules SC Chair replied that it should be the AXMERG’s. 
· Hungary opposed the motion and stated that if they were required to use observers for the 2010 Worlds, they have to increase the entry fee by at least 50% to cover the extra costs.  Also concerned that the required number of quality Observers would not be available. 
Motion by CSC, Seconded: Croatia

Vote:  For – 18, Against – 1, Abstain – 8

Motion Carried

Rules Subcommittee will take up the wording and integrate the motion into the Sporting Code for 2009. 
b) 
Motion: 
The CSC submits the motion that the 2010 AX World Championships include the use of Observers.

     Discussion:  

· Hungary is very much against this motion since they bid on the 2010 with the conditions that they had the option to use or not use Observers.  They chose not to use Observers. 
· Netherlands emphasised additional costs if Observers, lack of quality Observers available now and that the original conditions under which Hungary bid on the 2010 Worlds. 
· Great Britain understood Hungary’s concerns and suggested competitive pilots abstain from voting.
· The Chair commented that the original conditions that Hungary bid under did not require Observers and this would now be an extra burden.  He asked what it would mean if Hungary had to use Observers in 2011.
· Hungary replied that the entry fee would need to at least double to cover the additional costs and there would be additional implications to facilities, sponsors, etc. 
· CSC commented that the organizer does not have to absorb all the costs.   They have identified options in their report. 
· Netherlands commented on the CSC observations that many of the CSC suggestions were not practical, especially in a large world championship.  There are implications on officiating team size considering debriefers needed, transportation issues, etc. 
· Ukraine encouraged the Plenary to support Hungary’s position on not using Observers. 
· France suggested decreasing the number of competitors at the 2010 Worlds to accommodate using Observers.
Secret Vote: For - 4, Against – 20,  Abstain – 3
Motion Defeated

Hans Akerstedt took over the Chair while the President left the room for a few minutes. . 
b) Motion: 
The CSC submits the motion that the pilot qualification requirements for World and Continental Championships be increased from 50 to 100 hours as pilot-in-command of Hot Air Aerostats.

Discussion:

· Lithuania asked the CSC what the statistics and reasoning was behind the motion. 

· CSC replied that it was for reasons of safety and having experienced competitors in this level of competition.

· Sweden stated that the original number of 50 hours came into the rules in the early days of competition. 

· South Africa said that increasing the number of hours would be a disadvantage to new countries and new pilots.  Germany replied that they felt that new pilots can accumulate a large number of hours quickly and it should not be a disadvantage to them. 

Vote: For - 17, Against – 4,  Abstain – 5

d) 
Motion: 
The CSC submits the motion that in addition to the current bidding procedures, the CIA accept additional letters of intent and bids up to 60 days prior to the plenary meeting 2 calendar years before the year scheduled for the event. The additional letters of intent or bids will only be considered if there are two or less primary bids. 

Discussion

· Austria – What is the reason for allowing additional bids if there are two valid bids on the floor?

· Chair – This year we had a situation where there were two bids for the 2010 World Hot Air Balloon Championship but one withdrew before the Plenary.  There was a another possible bid available but they did not meet the time limit for the current bidding process, therefore only one bid is in place for the Plenary to consider. This motion is presented In order to allow for a better selection when there is a problem of not having enough bids. 

· Netherlands –Need to consider that an organizer who has prepared for the event with time and money investment could get cut out at the end by a late (secondary) bid.  It is a very complicated issue and the NL are concerned that we are now changing a procedure we put in place only a couple of years ago. 

· Chair - Would have liked to see this suggestion on the Agenda and presented by the CSC to the appropriate Subcommittee to review the implications.  Timelines proposed are of major concern. 

· Great Britain - Even though an organizer has put in considerable effort in preparing for a bid, it is not a guarantee that he may win it anyway.  Also there is a concern that if an organizers sees only his bid on the list, then he does not have to put together a good proposal since there will not be any competition

· EDS Chair – Concern that many countries will wait until the last 60 days to present their bid and will avoid submitting a letter of intent. 

· CSC - Motion does not alter the fact that there are two primary bidders and does not change the fact that they can put a letter of intent the year before.  The reason for the letters of intent does not change.  If there are 2 or less than 2 bidders then this motion comes into play.

· EDS Chair - Reason doesn’t change, but knowing organizers for all practical purposes they will wait until the last minute.  

· USA –If organizers wait and three countries submit letter, then there is a difference.

· Germany – There was a considerable discussion in the SC meeting.  Part of the problem is that a letter of intent is mandatory but is not an obligation for organizers to submit a bid. So the solution was either to eliminate the letter of intent or implement this motion. 

· Netherlands asked for clarification if what the CSC wants to see is a procedure in place that produces more competition to a certain date.  If so he would like to have a year to study this proposal as it is based on different assumptions than previously approved.    

· Chair - Clarified that there is an obligation to submit a letter of intent. If during that year there are 3 bidders, then the current bidding process will apply.  If there are less then 2 letters of intent, then 60 days prior to the Plenary organizers can submit additional bids.

· Germany – If this motion is adopted then the appropriate WG and SC would have to incorporate the wording into the Sporting Code next year.

· Sweden - There may be additional implications that have not been foreseen. As an example if there are primary bidders they have to hand in their bids 60 days prior to the meeting.  But if they do not, then the date to submit additional bids has already passed. These deadlines conflict with each other.

· The FAI Secretary General - The International Olympic Committee has recently met to develop principals of good governance which will be presented next year.   One of these principals is treating all members a like.  This motion appears to put some people at a disadvantage since people submitting their letter of intent 3 years prior to the meeting would then have some of their information available to others who may want to come in at the last minute.  

· CSC - The only prior knowledge available would be what was in the letters of intent, such as event place and dates.

· Sweden – What bidders would know is the contents of the letters of intent which has a few more significant items 

· USA - The window of opportunity to submit a letter of intent is from 6 to 3 years so some of this information may already be available.  Also the secondary bidders’ information is only considered if there are not enough primary bidders. 

Vote: For - 19, Against – 0,  Abstain – 8

Motion Carried

The Rules SC will take up this motion and integrate it into the Sporting Code next year.

e) Motion:  
The selection process for entry slots at the June 2009 World Air Games shall be as follows: 


The Champion from the most recent World Air Games in Seville, Spain will be granted an invitation. Thereafter, the selection slots will be determined by the ranks first from the most recent World Championship in Austria, then from the prior World Championship in Japan, in alternating order. There will be one slot per country alternating from both lists until the 40% level is reached in Japan, then to the 40% level of the Austrian list. If there are remaining entries available, the process will begin again adding additional slots to repeat countries.  A specific pilot cannot generate a 2nd slot from that country. Selection of the actual individuals to be governed by the NAC’s. If the host nation has not received a slot via the above process, one will be granted from the available number of slots.
   Discussion:

· A number of countries expressed concerns and suitability of whether the CSC or the Bureau motion (in the World Air Games Agenda item) motions.  Various positions were presented.  

· Discussion on whether host country, Italy, should get an additional position. 
· Discussion on the number of hot air pilots that will be invited for the event.

23.     NEW BIDDING AND SANCTIONING PROCESS FOR GORDON BENNETT

Presented and approved within the AA/AM Working Group report in the Rules Subcommittee
Rule changes proposed for the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett MER 2008

Title change / Name correction: all mixed up references to “GB, Gordon Bennett, the Challenge, the Challenge Cup” to be changed to the correct name “Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett”.

Only when referring to the physical prize it is recommended to use the word trophy – to be able to distinguish between the event name and the trophy.

page 9 of the GB MER, in the section MINUTES OF THE CIA MEETING:
amended at the CIA Meeting March 2008
ARTICLE 2

The Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett, which will be a distance flight competition, shall be organized once every year and conform to the FAI Sporting Code and the provisions of the present rules.

ARTICLE 3

Originally only the General Conference of the FAI, on a recommendation from FAI’s Commission Aéronautique Sportive Internationale (CASI), had the right to amend the present rules. The right to change these rules was transferred to the CIA in 1984 (see CIA Minutes 1984, item VIII). In 1987 the CIA changed the Sporting Code Section One to reflect, under 6.2, that the CIA has full control of the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett rules.

The time frames and deadlines for certain steps in the process were reconsidered.

ARTICLE 4

It is the responsibility of the NAC holding the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett Trophy to organize the competition in its country two years after winning the Trophy. However, if for any reason this NAC renounces its prerogative, or it fails to meet any of the event requirements of deadlines published by the CIA, the CIA may entrust the organization of the event to another NAC.


If the holder renounces the organization of the race, it should inform the FAI Secretariat within two months following the competition in which it was the winner.


The NAC organizing the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett shall be responsible for all costs of the event.

The text of the article 5 was extended to explain the newer procedures for the new schedule of the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett.
ARTICLE 5:
PARTICIPATION 

Only NAC members of the FAI shall be able to participate in the race for the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett. They may not enter more than three balloons each.

After the competition results have been declared final by the event jury, the CIA President shall immediately send a letter to the winning NAC specifying the requirements and deadlines that shall be met before the CIA Plenary meeting the following year. The winning NAC must have their bid – to organize the concerned Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett event – submitted to the FAI Secretariat before February 15th of the following year. 

If all requirements and deadlines are met, the official CIA event sanction will be awarded at the following March CIA meeting.

If the winning NAC fails to meet any requirement by the February 15th deadline, they will loose their opportunity to automatically host the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett that was earned by their winning the Coupe. In this case the CIA will immediately notify all eligible NAC that bids will be accepted for the next available Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett.

Ensuing bids, supported by the completed bid files and the FAI/CIA Organizers Agreement signed by the organizing NAC and event Organizer shall be received by September 15th and reviewed by the appropriate CIA WGs to determine the best venue for the Coupe Aéronautique Gordon Bennett, unless these time limits are changed by the CIA under special circumstances. The concerned CIA WGs shall then send their recommendations to the CIA Bureau for the official CIA sanction to be granted before that year’s event. The CIA is empowered to accept or reject such bids.

In addition to the Sporting Code requirements, the bids must contain at least the following information:

· Budget for the event and proposed funding guarantees

· Proposed location and venue

· Proposed Event Director and operation team

· Guarantee for the availability of gas for the entire flight window listed in the bid application

· Letter from the relevant ATC authorities declaring cooperation for the entire event

· Guarantee that night VFR will be allowed

· Detailed information on Entry Fee and specifically what it encompasses

Hans Åkerstedt, CIA delegate, Sweden, and 1st VP believes that it is appropriate that CIA contribute with 1200 Euros for 2008 to show our support to EAS
Motion:  That the CIA financially support Europe Air Sports with 1200 Euros for 2008.

Approved unanimously
The amount of work for EAS has been increasing the past years. During 2006 a work-group was established by the European Aviation Safety Agency, EASA. EAS was invited to participate with several persons each representing the Air Sports concerned. Since 2006 there have been 15 two-day meetings of this work-group and EASA has so far not paid anything for the volunteers doing their work. In addition there are several other meetings where EAS volunteers are representing the various Air Sports. 

The total EAS budget for 2008 is about 150 000 Euros. This is covered by annual fees from NACs in proportion to the number of active pilots in each country and also by membership fees from European Gliding Union, European Powered Flying Union and a few other organizations. The fees for 2008 have increased by 23% compared to 2007.

CIA will not support the creation of a European Ballooning Union. I do not think anyone else will either. In my opinion we do not need another organization. CIA is representing about 6000 European aeronauts (and maybe twice that number worldwide). That is roughly 1% of the European Air Sport individuals.

CIA is representing not only European balloonists but I think balloonists in other regions will benefit from the work done by EAS. The legislation in Europe may influence all and in fact some non-European nations are observers.

Discussion: 

The FAI Secretary General stated that the FAI Executive Board has taken note of these circumstances and that the comment was made that it is unacceptable for a fully approved delegate to come to a meeting like this and make such a commitment and not follow through.  However, it was also commented that it was irresponsible of individuals to imagine that someone who comes to a meeting completely unknown and making very generous promises is taken at face value.

Remember that the rules in the constitution of the FAI say that the meetings of the CIA are to be held in Lausanne. You may choose to go somewhere else if you decide by a two thirds majority. But then you have the responsibility to make sure it is a sold proposal. If someone who you do not know comes to the meeting the first time and makes a very generous proposal, the old principal of “caveat emptor - let the buyer beware” applies. (Ed. Note: Under the doctrine of caveat emptor, the buyer cannot recover from the seller for defects on the property that rendered the property unfit for its intended purposes. The only exception is if the seller actively conceals latent defects.). So there was some lack of sympathy from the EB. The CIA should have seen this one coming and you may understand some of the views that may prevail when they get to the point of action under 2.8 of the FAI Statutes.    

The Chair stated that he appreciates the Executive Boards position on this issue but that he feels that there is something wrong.  There was not only a bid to the Plenary from the UAE delegate but there was also a signed written agreement from his NAC (FAI member in good standing), which was deemed good enough a guarantee.

USA stated that some delegates think that the FAI only wants to collect dues from the UAE and some of us think that if people are going to behave like this then they should be removed from the FAI.  It should be a fairly simple solution.  

The FAI Secretary General stated that the action under para. 2.8 does provide for a range of penalties including the suggested drastic one.
